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(1) The summer internship program is a three-credit course, which is offered during the summer between the second (sophomore) and the third
(junior) year, and is called “Professional Internship (Summer)” , and is offered during the summer between the third (junior) and the fourth
(senior) year, and is called “Advanced Practical Internship (Summer)” , and is offered for eight consecutive weeks at the same institution.
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(2) The internship program is a 9-credit, 18-week off-campus internship program at the same institution. During the internship program, students
will work full-time at the internship institution in addition to returning to campus regularly for classes, seminars, or study activities.
