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college-specific elective courses; credits from interdisciplinary programs of other colleges are counted as professional elective credits,
following the CLUT Regulations for Interdisciplinary Programs.

Students with disabilities, students from mainland China, foreign students, and overseas Chinese
students may apply for exemption from the mandatory off-campus internship course in the department.
