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The minimum graduation credit requirement for the department is 72 credits: —
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(1) Elective general education courses (2 -4 credits each from Humanities and Arts, Social 0 0
Sciences, Natural Sciences, and Creative Interdisciplinary categories, for a total of 10 0 0
credits). Exceeding credits cannot be counted toward the elective credits required by the 10 10
department. 33 33
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(2) The required major courses in the department amount to 33 credits. 0 0
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(3) A minimum of 29 credits in professional elective courses, with at least 15 credits in
department-specific professional electives (including college-specific electives);
professional elective credits do not include general education credits.
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Credits per semester: 16 -25 credits in the first and second academic years, 12-25 credits
in the third year, and 9-25 credits in the fourth year.
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Please refrain from retaking courses already completed or enrolling in advanced
departmental courses without approval. Credits earned from such courses will not be counted
toward graduation requirements.
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Prior to graduation, students in the department must meet the following
department-specified graduation thresholds:
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(1) Pass the department-specific English proficiency test
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(2) Pass the department-specific professional competency test.
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(3) Pass the department-specific information technology competency test x4 /
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(4) Complete the CLUT-mandated "Academic Ethics Education" course /
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(5) During the academic period, students are required to complete either one
interdisciplinary credit program or one departmental course module (Marketing and Planning
Module, Retailing and Operations Management Module) as the graduation threshold. Failure tc
pass will result in the student being ineligible for graduation.
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The off-campus internship courses are elective and include professional internships
(summer) and employment-oriented internships. A maximum of 6 credits of internship courses
can be counted toward graduation credits in the department. Students with disabilities,
students from Mainland China, international students, and overseas Chinese students are
exempt from taking internship courses.
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Credits in parentheses in the course requirement table are not counted toward the total
graduation credits.
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According to the developmental needs of the department, the course requirement table may be
revised by adhering to the CLUT course planning procedures.
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Credits earned from massive open online courses (MOOCs) offered or recognized by CLUT may
be counted toward graduation requirements as per the CLUT guidelines for the implementation
and transfer of credits from these courses.
